Minor Swing’s 
repertoire is roughly half tunes by Reinhardt and Grapelli, the rest of the set list made up 
of the kinds of songs the duo would cover such as the -30’s and ‘40’s standards 
“Honeysuckle Rose” and “Sweet Georgia Brown.”
